S.A.D.M. Summer Dance Convention:  

July 25th-28th @ Whispering Woods in Olive Branch, MS 
A variety of professional dancers, choreographers, and teachers will teach your child and others from a 4 -
5 state region. It is a very exciting and educational experience. There will also be a banquet opening 
number that junior ambassadors will perform. 
 

Intro to Ballet Forum (age 9-11) will prepare you for Ballet Forum and include ballet classes and a short variation. 

Ballet Forum (age 12 & up): Take ballet master classes and learn a variation to perform at the banquet. (Must be 
attending regular convention in order to sign up for Ballet Forum.). 

Certification: Any Senior ages 16 + planning on taking entrance exams need to see Mrs. Tracy ASAP (you must 

take and pass our exams first, then contact SADM to register to take the exams) 

Competition is held on Friday night in conjunction with this convention, so you may be interested in entering your 
solo, duet, etc. (there is a studio maximum – first come, first serve). 

Convention T-Shirts are not included with registration but may be ordered ahead for $20. Ballet Forum t -shirts are 

included with registration.

PRIVATE CHOREOGRAPHY: (Jrs and Srs only for summer)  
Cost will be the same as last fall for choreography (Solos $260, Duets $152 ea, Trios $120 ea) 
and 4 hours of instruction. Participants will sign a contract to agree to only use these dances as a 
student of DAB. You will also be required to either polish during the fall OR rent studio space at 
least 3 times to practice. Sign the wishlist at the desk by May 11th. Requests will be considered 
on a first come first serve basis. 
 

PRIVATE LESSONS: PreCompany or Company dancers who would like private technique 
classes may contact the office and let us know your interest. Cost is $30 per half hour. These can 
be regular or sporadic.
